(all dates below must be included) or just leave an open space for the dates to be listed later. Dates 
include:

October 19 
December 16 

5. Entries can be in any medium such as paint, pencil, pen, watercolor, etc. 
6. Entries must be made to fit at least an 11”x17” piece of paper. 
7. Entries must be in portrait (vertical) design. 
8. Entry is open to all elementary school, middle school, and high school students living in the City of 

Sumter or Sumter County (students may attend public school, private school, or homeschool). 
9. No more than one entry per student. 
10. Completed Application and Parent/Guardian permission form MUST BE ATTACHED TO or INCLUDED 

WITH each individual student’s entry, or artwork will be disqualified. 
11. All entries become the property of the City of Sumter and will NOT be returned. Personal 

information on entry forms will NOT be used for any other purposes than those associated with the 
winning competition entry and will not be disclosed without parental permission. 

12. Images/photographs of the student and their work may be featured in various media, social media 
outlets, and promotional material. 

13. Three (3) successful works will be chosen for the 2024 annual litter poster.  
14. The judges’ decision is final.  
15. All winners and their parent/guardian will be notified by email.

• Grand prizes will be awarded to three (3) winners.  

o One winner will be chosen from all elementary school entries. 
o One winner will be chosen from all middle school entries. 
o One winner will be chosen from all high school entries.

• Awards will be presented by City Council at their January 16, 2024 meeting. 

• All three winners will have their designs used in conjunction with the City of Sumter’s official
